SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

           

· Purpose:  To support the academic endeavors of students enrolled in programs leading to certification in maintenance trades related programs such as HVAC, Electrical, etc.  and to support the academic endeavors of Rio Grande Valley School District Maintenance employees and or their immediate family members enrolled in institutions of Higher Education.

· Scholarship Amount: $ 500 per semester for one academic year (subject to availability of funds and satisfactory academic progress).  Funds must be used for related academic costs.

· Supported Institutions:  South Texas College, Texas State Technical College and other institutions of Higher Education as approved by the Scholarship Committee.

Eligibility Criteria:

1. For STASMO members:  Be a member of STASMO or an immediate family member (son, daughter) of a member of STASMO

2. Have applied for financial aid

3. Have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 and demonstrate satisfactory progress

4. Be enrolled/accepted in a Trade certification program or institution of higher education at least ¾ time
Required Documents: Students are required to submit the following documents as a packet (in the sequence indicated).  Packets must be submitted not later than May 28th to be considered for the 2010-11 academic year.  Your application can be faxed to 1-866-749-1862.  Confirm receipt by emailing Dan Cantu at cptdan83@yahoo.com. 
1) Copy of Official transcript (high school for entering freshmen)

2) Brief Resume - include the following information:  

a) List of extracurricular activities detailing involvement in campus and community service. 

b) List any work history. 

c) List any special circumstances, including family commitments.

3) Essay – (300 word) include the following information:  
a) Brief description of who you are, who in the STASMO you are related to and how this award will help you achieve your goals
b) What institution of higher education will you be attending and why this particular college or university

c) What program(s) of study will you pursue, why did you select this and your anticipated date of completion

4) Copy of your Letter of acceptance to the program or the institution of higher education
5) Proof that you have submitted your Financial Aid application
Awards. Recipients will be awarded $500 per semester for one academic year as long as you demonstrate satisfactory progress.  The scholarship dollars will be provided to the respective Financial Aid departments for disbursement as appropriate.  Alternately, checks provided directly to students will be made out to the University and the Student.  

Number of Awards.  Subject to availability of funds seven scholarships will be awarded annually ($500 each semester based on satisfactory progress).   STC will be awarded two scholarships, TSTC will be awarded two scholarships and three scholarships will be awarded to STASMO members/immediate family accepted to other institutions of higher education.  Undistributed STASMO member/family scholarships will be redirected back to STC/TSTC for distribution.
