Mr Cantu:
I will address the questions assuming you need only explanations as they pertain to public schools.  House Bill 3693’s impact on other governmental entities are dramatically different.
 
1. Vending Machines:  ISD’s are exempted from any required work on Vending Machines due to item C1 definition (ie, located in a building owned or leased by the state.)  It is our recommendation, however, that ISD’s follow these guidelines to require energy savings devices be installed on Vending Machines at the expense of the equipment owner or operator. 

2. Recording & Reporting:  No statement of reporting frequency is provided within the Bill, nor is there any language regarding the posting of electrical Demand.  It is generally presumed that posted information could be gathered each month while paying the bills, thus monthly posting would not be too great an inconvenience on the schools.  It is also generally assumed that the total kWh and electric cost are all the electrical data that are required to post, but easily obtainable kW Demand data would provide additional valuable information to citizens.  As for the “detail to be included” we refer back to the Bill’s wording which refers to the need for consumption (electric kWh, water gallons, natural gas cubic feet, propane gallons, etc.) and aggregate costs for those utility services (could be interpreted to mean that each fuel/resource source cost data be included, but seems to be open to a simple Total Cost of all combined fuels/resources.) 

3. Installation of Energy Efficiency Measures:  The only required installation expense found within this Bill affecting ISD’s is the need to renovate Lighting Systems with higher efficiency lamps.  State Agencies and Institutions of Higher Education are faced with the formidable task of implementing all energy efficiency measures,  but ISD’s are not included within this legislated renovation.
