House Bill 3693 Committee Notes
November 20, 2007

On Tuesday, 11/20/07, 11:00 am,  Dan Lakstins (Cool Construction), Lee Jones & Mario Garcia, (AEP), Al Castillo, (Harlingen ISD), Steve Dang, (PSJA ISD), Andy Garcia, (La Joya ISD) and Dan Cantu, (IDEA) met at the IDEA Public School Offices to discuss HB 3693 and its impact on school districts.
Main points of the meeting included-

1. Reviewing and discussing the key points of the bill that applied to us to include;
a. Requirement in section 44.902 for school district trustees to establish a goal to reduce the district’s electric consumption by 5% each year for 6 years beginning Sep 2007
b. Vagueness of section 44.903 regarding energy efficient light bulbs

c. Requirement in section 2165.058 for vending machines located in state owned or leased Bldgs to have an energy mgt device
d. Requirement in section 2264.001for governmental entities to record and report metered electricity, water and natural gas consumption on a publicly accessible website

e. Requirements in section 388.005 for institutions of higher education to implement all energy efficiency measures established in a contract for energy conservation measures

f. Measures that utility companies will need to take in order to help with the overall goal of reducing energy consumption across the state

2. We discussed the needed resolution.  There were two samples looked at- one used by PSJA and the other is the model provided by SECO.  Both will be made available on our website.  There were items in the PSJA resolution that would fit well into the SECO model.
3. We discussed companies that can come out and perform energy audits- SECO will perform the initial audit/report at no charge, T.A.C was another sources.  PSJA, (Steve Dang) has used both

4. Questions were raised about the website requirements to include- 
a. How often is posting required- monthly, qtrly, semi-annually…

b. How much detail is to be included 

c. Bill states “metered” utilities; just consumption no demand for electrical?

5. AEP briefly brought up their demand reduction program.  They will make arrangements to have the person in charge of this to come and address STASMO in the near future.  

a. Comments were made about a program called “LoanStar”
b. AEP also stated that districts can access their consumption info by going to www.aep.com 

c. Discussed a program called “Clear Results” a pilot program

6. I will be emailing SECO for answers to some of the questions which were raised by the committee.
